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Detailed below are many of the Police Division acco mplishments from 
2012.  We are proud of our accomplishments in light  of the budget cuts 
that we have experienced.  The Police Division rema ins committed to 
providing exemplary service to the citizens of this  community.  
 

�  The agency in conjunction with other city divisions has upgraded our radio 
system antenna, portable and mobile radios to provide for FCC narrow 
banding requirements as well as greater reliability and functionality. The 
improvement in the system allows the agency interoperability with the Fire 
Division, BGSU Police, Wood County Sheriff’s Office and other local 
agencies.    

  
�  The agency hired two new dispatchers to bring the communications section to 

full staffing.  
 
�  The agency staffed a Special Investigative Unit (SIU). SIU is a highly effective 

group of 3 officers and a sergeant. Their duties included targeted crime 
suppression, drug interdiction, warrant location and apprehension, 
Intelligence gathering and selective traffic enforcement. The focus was on law 
enforcement activities that regular shift officers had little time to engage in 
due to responding to calls for service, The SIU efforts reduced BGPD 
outstanding warrants by 20% and contributed to an increase in traffic, criminal 
and drug arrests in 2012.   

 
�  Moved the infrastructure repair and patrol checks to a paperless electronic 

format within the CAD and XMobile systems. This enhanced method allows 
for archiving of reports and quick access to patrol checks throughout the city. 
Computerized infrastructure repair processes allow for e-mail dissemination 
of problems to the correct city division for repair.  

 
�  The agency continued its commitment to community policing by focusing 

officers on foot and bicycle patrols, working with neighborhood groups in 
identifying and resolving problems and staffing a police sub-station in the 
downtown business district during the Black Swamp Arts Festival.  

 
�  The agency trained (2) new bicycle officers. 
 
�   In the spring of 2012 the Citizen’s on Patrol program was brought back with 

22 citizen volunteers. The program operated until the summer of 2012.  
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�  The agency received (20) M-16 rifles from the Federal 1033 Program to field 
patrol rifles in the cruisers at no cost to the agency. All officers have been 
trained and qualified with the rifles. They are being installed in patrol vehicles 
and will be fully fielded by the end of October 2012.  

 
�  Through budgeting provided by the Law Enforcement Trust Fund as well as 

State of Ohio grant funding totaling $7,000.00, the agency purchased 15 
TASER X-26 Electronic Control Devices. The TASER’s are fielded with the 
Operations Bureau and the addition of this valuable force option has 
contributed to more effective apprehensions of resistive subjects.  

 
�  The Police Division participated in inter-departmental training with the BG Fire 

Division on EOC Operations.  Agency personnel participated in over (2,999) 
hours of in service and outside specialized training.  

 
�  The agency worked to develop training cadre to provide for in-house high 

liability area training opportunities. 
 
�  The “Drug Take Back” program initiated in 2011 continued to successfully 

collect and dispose of old prescription medication via a drop box located in 
the Police Division Lobby and events at selected sites within the city. 

 
�  The agency participated in the statewide “Click It or Ticket” and “Drive Sober 

or get Pulled Over” campaign in 2012.  The agency was awarded at no cost a 
new fully equipped Ford Taurus Police Interceptor as a result of our 
participation in these efforts.  

 
�  The agency revised and updated its Emergency Operations Plan in 2012.  
 
�  The EZ+ program continued in 2012 at the Bowling Green Middle School.  

The Police Division sponsored dances and other events throughout the year.   
 
�  The Police Division continues to promote community involvement and 

volunteerism among its employees. In 2012 agency personnel participated in 
the Special Olympics Torch Run, the Bowling Green Community Foundation, 
Black Swamp Arts Festival, Boy Scouts, Youth Football, Bowling Green Youth 
Baseball, the United Way and other community groups and organizations. 

 
�  Ptl. Robin Short continued her work with the D.A.R.E. Program in the Bowling 

Green public and parochial schools.  During the 2012-2013 school year, 250 
Bowling Green 5th graders will graduate from D.A.R.E.  One half of Officer 
Short’s salary is paid for by a State of Ohio grant that the agency received. 

 
�  The agency maintained its Parental Notification program, sending letters to 

over 670 parents of underage youth or minors arrested in Bowling Green for 
underage alcohol and drug offenses. 
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�  Continued to work in cooperation with the City Prosecutor, Zoning Code 

Enforcement and residents to identify residences that are violating the 
occupancy and nuisance laws. A running spreadsheet of nuisance party 
violators is updated weekly and disseminated to BGSU Student Affairs, the 
Eastside Neighborhood Group and the City Prosecutors Office to maintain 
information on repeat offenders.  

 
�  The agency provided a third grade safety belt program to public and parochial 

third grade classes teaching approximately 230 kids about seat belt safety. 
The materials for this program are paid for by a State of Ohio grant that the 
agency applied for and received.  

 
�  Provided Liquor Establishment Enforcement Training (LEET) to area retail 

liquor establishments, focusing on liquor laws and civil liability issues.   
 
�  The Police Division continued the collaborative partnership with Behavioral 

Connections to provide a victim advocate at the Bowling Green Police 
Division several days per week to better serve the needs of victims of crime.  
This service is operated at no additional cost to the agency. 

 
�  Procurement of Power DMS software to provide for enhanced management 

of the accreditation process.  With this software in place the agency is able to 
reorganize Division Policy documents to provide for more effective and 
efficient management processes. 

 
�  The agency moved from an annual traffic crash analysis to a quarterly crash 

analysis. This enables the division to more quickly identify and respond to 
trends and data identifying those areas in need of increased enforcement and 
the deployment of officers and/or other resources. 
 
 
. 
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The Operations Bureau consists of 
the Patrol and Investigation 
Sections. These sections comprise 
the majority of the Divisions’ 
personnel.  The Operations Bureau 
is the largest of the three bureaus.  
The Operations Bureau Commander 
is Lieutenant Daniel Mancuso. 
Lieutenant Mancuso was promoted 
and assumed command of the 
Operations Bureau on December 24, 
2012.   

 
Patrol Section  

 
In 2012, the Police Division operated 
with (39) officers or (4) below 
authorized strength. The Operations 
Bureau operated the first half of the 
year with (6) sergeants and (26) 
patrol officers assigned to (3) 
investigative and (23) patrol 
positions, during the second half of 
the year investigative was cut to (2) 
with the departure of Sergeant Mark 
McDonough and the promotion of 
Detective Justin White to the rank of 

sergeant. Based on a staff study that 
was conducted in 2011, officers were 
assigned to the Patrol Section on a 
four-shift system of 8-hour days.  
The shifts consist of an 6am-2pm, 
2pm-10pm, 8pm-4am and a 10pm-
6am shift.  The shift system provides 
an overlap of personnel during the 
hours of 8PM-4AM.  The patrol 
section also had a Special 
Investigative Unit (SIU) staffed by (3) 
patrolmen. SIU predominately 
worked evenings and weekends, 
however their hours were adjusted 
throughout the year to help meet 
department needs. A shift sergeant 
is assigned to each shift and has the 
responsibility for supervising the 
officers assigned to the shift. The 8p-
4a sergeant was also assigned as 
the SIU supervisor.  During 2012 the 
agency promoted (2) sergeants. Sgt 
Justin White was promoted on July 
23,2012  and Sgt Mike Bengela was 
promoted on December 24, 2012.  
 
Officers continue to patrol the city in 
marked and unmarked vehicles, on 
foot and on bicycles, primarily in the 
police uniform, but sometimes during 
special assignments in plain clothes.   
 
The Police Division conducted (40) 
presentations, three Liquor 
Establishment Enforcement Training 
sessions (L.E.E.T) as well as other  
building tours and training for 
community organizations, child 
identification and stranger danger 
presentations.  
  
The Police Division handled 28,371 
Calls for Service (CFS) in 2012, 
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which is an increase from the 23,705 
handled in 2011. Division personnel 
issued (4,416) traffic citations, 
(3,117) criminal arrests, (1,043) 
criminal warnings, (398) civil 
citations and (5,249) written traffic 
warnings in 2012.  Agency personnel 
made (336) operating a vehicle while 
impaired (O.V.I.) arrests in 2012 
compared to (257) in 2011.  The 
(1045) traffic crashes in 2012 reflect 
a decrease of (19) from 2011.  Injury 
crashes for 2012 (96) increased from 
(93) in 2011.  The city experienced 
no fatal crashes in 2012. 
 

 
 
The decrease in accident numbers 
can be attributed to directed patrol, 
increased enforcement and 
education efforts.  The crash 
analysis conducted for the calendar 
year 2012 was distributed to patrol 
supervisors and the document was 
used to tailor responses to areas 
where crashes and contributing 
factors were identified. The 2012 
Goals and Objectives were written to 
emphasize enforcement and 
education strategies. There was also 
an emphasis placed on quarterly 
crash analysis to determine 
emerging trends and mitigation 
strategies.  
 
The Division participated in several 
statewide efforts to curb drinking and 

driving and to encourage seat belt 
usage.  Those efforts were 
coordinated by Sergeant Alan 
Carsey.  Participation included the 
statewide impaired driving program 
“Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over”, as 
well as the “What’s Holding You 
Back”, and the “2012 Click-It-Or-
Ticket” seatbelt campaign. The 
agency participated with The Ohio 
Highway Patrol, Wood County 
Sherriff’s Office and other local 
agencies to conduct Operation 
SHIELD over November 8 and 9, 
2012. SHIELD is program utilized 
throughout the state to target drug, 
human trafficking, drunk driving and 
other hazardous criminal or traffic 
violations.    
 
The Police Division seeks citizen 
input through our citizen contact 
survey and through a dispatch 
contact survey. The patrol officers 
provide printed copies of the contact 
survey to citizens when handling 
calls for service as well as directing 
subjects to the Police Division 
website where there is an on-line 
version of the contact survey. In the 
first and second quarter of 2012 the 
police division only received 28 
completed surveys on-line. The 
division implemented a system to 
track how many contact surveys are 
being handed out by officers.  During 
the third and fourth quarter the 
officers handed out a total of 1,996 
printed contact surveys. The 
dispatchers conducted 77 phone 
surveys during the year. Of those 
who responded ratings are as 
follows: (66%) Excellent, (22%) 
Good, (11%) Fair and (1%) Poor. 
Surveys provide the agency with 
much needed feedback and give the 
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police division an opportunity to offer 
additional services to citizens such 
as information on programs and 
home or business security surveys.  
 
The Chief and Deputy Chief review 
every survey to insure that the 
agency is providing quality service. 
Surveys are assigned for follow up or 
corrective action if needed.  
 
In 2012 there were (8) complaints 
initiated against agency Operations 
Bureau employees up from (5) in 
2011.  Investigations into the 
complaints revealed (4) to be 
unfounded, (2) where the 
complainant rescinded their 
complaint and (3) were sustained. 
The (3) complaints that were 
sustained resulted in (2) officers 
receiving counseling and (1) officer 
receiving a 45 day suspension. 
There were no internal affairs 
investigations initiated in 2012.  
 
Use of Force 
 
In May of 2012 the agency equipped 
its officers with Taser Electronic 
Control Weapon (ECW). The TASER 
program was initiated to provide 
officers with a tool to reduce injuries 
of both officers and suspects during 
resisting arrest situations. In 2012, 
there were (58) Response to 
Resistance/Aggression reports filed 
by officers of the Bowling Green 
Police Division, a decrease from (99) 
in 2011.  These reports were as a 
result of (39) separate incidents, a 
decrease from (56) incidents in 
2011, that required officers to use 
some degree of force to affect an 
arrest.  The issuance of the Taser to 
officers may have resulted in some 

of the decrease in incidents due to 
perpetrator(s) familiarity with the tool.  
Additionally, it is believed that 
officers may have changed their 
tactics as a result of agency training 
and the availability of the TASER 
Option.

Investigations Section  

 

 
 
The Investigations Section is 
responsible for in-depth, time-
intensive investigations or 
investigations that require a 
particular expertise and/or 
equipment. Cases that are typically 
handled by the Investigations 
Section are felonious and sexual 
assaults, identity fraud, theft, 
robbery, burglary, and drug-related 
cases. The Investigations Section is 
also responsible for pre-employment 
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background investigations of agency 
employees as well as internal affairs 
investigations into alleged employee 
misconduct. 
 
For most of 2012, The Investigations 
Section was comprised of four 
officers.  Sergeant Doug Hartman 
supervised Investigations.  
Detectives Matt Keilman, Justin 
White and Brian Crites were 
assigned to the Investigations 
Section.  Detective Keilman was 
reassigned to road patrol in February 
and was replaced by Detective Scott 
Kleiber.  Detective Kleiber returned 
to an assignment he held from 2002-
2007.  In July, Detective White was 
promoted and returned to the road.  
Members of the Investigations 
Section represent the Division on 
area task forces and committees 
such as: the Area Law Enforcement 
Investigator’s Association (ALEIA), 
Ohio Homeland Security Terrorism 
Liaison Officers (TLO) Program, the 
Sexual Assault Response 
Collaborative (SARC), and the 
Fatality Review Team (SRT), 
Domestic Violence Services Liaison, 
Human Rights Committee, Suicide 
Prevention Services, Wood County 
Prevention Coalition and the Wood 
County Sex Trafficking Committee. 
 
In 2012, the Investigations Section 
was assigned (279) total cases.  
(234) were investigated and closed 
and (171) resulted in arrest or 
indictment for a clearance rate of 
87% and an arrest rate of 61%. 
 
Crimes against persons and property 
kept the Investigations Section busy 
in 2012.  The year began with the 
Investigations Section assisting the 

road patrol on New Year’s Day. 
Subsequent investigation led to the 
arrest and conviction of six 
individuals from Toledo and to the 
closure of (13) open burglary and (4) 
stolen vehicle cases from the last 
quarter of 2011.  Overall in 2012, the 
Investigations Section was able to 
clear by arrest or indictment (23) 
burglary and breaking and entry 
reports.  These investigations 
resulted in the arrest or indictment of 
(16) people.   
 
The Investigations Section has 
continued to use the search warrant 
as a tool for combating crime in the 
City of Bowling Green.  In 2012, 
investigators secured (65) search 
warrants for drug cases, burglary 
investigations, sexual assaults and 
other criminal offenses.   

Division Programs & Events  
 
The Police Division sponsors several 
community based programs aimed at 
improving the quality of life and to 
foster relationships with the citizens 
of Bowling Green. 
 
In 2012 there were no specific team 
assignments for specific programs; 
the Operations Bureau was 
structured to make assignments to 
community events. Employees from 
all shifts were utilized to staff events. 
 
Ward Officer Program 
 
The Police Division has embraced 
ward assignments for officers for a 
number of years. The City of Bowling 
Green is broken down into (4) wards 
for establishment of representatives 
on city council as well as police 
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division personnel assignments. 
Each ward has a team of officers 
headed by a sergeant. The ward 
team is available to assist the public 
with problems that may arise 
concerning neighborhood safety, 
disputes, city infrastructure problems 
and other ward specific issues. If a 
citizen has a concern they may 
contact the ward sergeant or any 
member of the ward policing team. 
Contact information specific to each 
ward can be found on the agency 
website or contact may be made in 
person at the Police Division.  

Officers are assigned ward duties 
including foot patrol, infrastructure 
repair reporting for such things as 
street light outages and sign issues, 
providing support to neighborhoods 
wishing to start a Block Watch 
program and providing information to 
community groups or businesses 
within the ward. Once again, officers 
assigned to wards can be found in 
the Ward section of the web site at 
www. bowlinggreenpolice.org.  

Community Notification Programs  

The Bowling Green Police Division 
supplies the local community and 
business owners with timely, up to 
date crime information. When the 
Division feels it is necessary to alert 
the community about criminal or 
suspicious activity, an email alert is 
sent to all registered members. 
Messages may also be sent to 
update the community on training 
and events at the Police Division. 
Anyone may sign up for notifications 
by going to the BGPD website. A 
person may also receive this 
information via Facebook and 
Twitter. Emergency notifications are 

sent out via Nixle, Nixle is unique in 
that signing up for alerts in the 
Bowling Green zip code allows a 
person to receive alerts from BGPD 
as well as the Wood County Sheriff’s 
Office.  

Victim Advocacy  
 
In 2012 the Bowling Green Police 
Division continued, in cooperation 
with the Victims Services 
Department of Behavioral 
Connections of Wood County, Inc., a 
program to have a victims’ advocate 
onsite at BGPD several times 
throughout the week. Their mission 
was to provide for onsite victim 
advocacy, review of police reports, 
investigations and actions, and to 
provide for follow-up contact with 
victims of crime. 

The project is a culmination of 
planning by staff in both entities 
toward the common goal of 
interaction between law enforcement 
and victims’ services professionals in 
providing for the needs of victims of 
crime. 

 
Community Policing / Problem 
Solving  
 
The agency collaborates with 
community leaders and 
organizations to explore community 
problems and find workable 
solutions. Collaborative efforts in 
2012 included working with 
Downtown BG and the Wood County 
Library to address issues of crime 
and violence in the downtown area. 
The discussions resulted in the 
Library Foundation closing their 
Church Street lot at 11:00 PM to help 
reduce crime. The work with 
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Downtown BG resulted in the 
drafting of a grant to increase 
camera coverage in the downtown 
area. The grant request was 
submitted to the Bowling Green 
Community Foundation and in 
November of 2012 it was approved 
in the amount of $5000.00.  
Cameras will be installed in affected 
areas in 2013.  

 
EZ + Program  
 
The EZ+ program engages youth in 
the 7th and 8th grade in an effort to 
reward them and reinforce positive 
behavior.  For the 2011-2012 school 
year (403) students have enrolled in 
the EZ+ program. Eight (8) students 
had their membership in the program 
revoked in 2012 as a result of 
violating the pledge that they signed 
to become a participant. Students 
must sign a pledge to remain 
alcohol, drug, tobacco and violence 
free to participate.    
 

 
 
 
Students receive a photo I.D. that 
identifies them as EZ+ members and 
provides them admission to EZ+ 
events sponsored by the police 
division. The police division is very 
proud of this program and its focus 
on reinforcing positive behaviors in 
our youth. As an added benefit to 
area youth, the family of Officer Eric 

Zimmerman has partnered with the 
Bowling Green Community 
Foundation to create the Eric 
Zimmerman Memorial Scholarship. 
Officer Zimmerman was killed in an 
off-duty motor vehicle accident in 
1997, thereby leading to the creation 
of the EZ+ program.  The 
scholarship is awarded to a BGHS 
senior who chooses to pursue a 
degree in Criminal Justice.  The EZ+ 
program is conducted in partnership 
with the Bowling Green School 
system and has led to the creation of 
Bobcat Plus, a similar program at the 
high school level.   Further 
information on the EZ + program is 
contained in the Administrative 
Bureau portion of this report.     
 
Parental Notification  
 
The Parental Notification Program is 
a program in which letters are sent to 
parents of persons under the age of 
(21) who are arrested for an alcohol 
or drug related violation.  It is hoped 
that through this notification, parents, 
police and the community can work 
together to address the underage 
drinking and drug problems within 
the community.  A standard letter 
has been developed that is sent to 
the parents of the accused.  The 
letter advises the parent(s) that their 
son/daughter has been charged with 
an alcohol or drug related offense.  
The letter encourages the parent to 
call the police division if they have 
any questions regarding the arrest.  
To date, the majority of responses 
from parents continue to be 
extremely positive.  It is the position 
of the Bowling Green Police Division 
that we need to involve the courts, 
parents, the community and the 
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university when appropriate, to 
address underage drinking and drug 
offenses.  In 2012, the police division 
mailed (676) letters to parents, down 
(95) from 2011.       
 
Drug Take Back 

In 2012 the Police Division continued 
its partnership with The Wood 
County Hospital, The Wood County 
Alcohol, Drug Addiction and Mental 
Health Services Board and the Wood 
County Sheriff’s Office to provide the 
public the ongoing opportunity to 
prevent pill abuse and theft by 
ridding their homes of potentially 
dangerous expired, unused, and 
unwanted pharmaceutical drugs. A 
secure drop box is located in the 
lobby area on the first floor of the 
Bowling Green Police Division for 
this purpose. The drop box is 
accessible to the public in the lobby 
area and is under continuous video 
surveillance.  When citizens utilize 
the drop box to turn in 
pharmaceuticals, no documentation 
is required by the citizen.  During 
2012 the Drug Take Back boxes 
located at the Wood County Sheriff’s 
Office and the Bowling Green Police 
Division collected a total of (113.76) 
pounds of material.  The materials 
collected from the boxes were 
destroyed in accordance with 
Bowling Green Police Division 
procedures. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 
Lieutenant Ken Fortney 

 
The Services Bureau is comprised of 
many functions that are essential to 
the operation of the Police Division. 
Included within the Services Bureau 
are the Communications Center 
(Dispatch), a Records Section, 
Computer Systems Section, Parking 
Services and Enforcement, and the 
Animal Control Section.  
The Services Bureau was 
commanded by Lieutenant Ken 
Fortney.  Lieutenant Fortney retired 
after 33 years of service with the 
Division on December 21, 2012.  He 
was responsible for (15) employees 
to include (11) Dispatchers, (2) 
Parking Technicians, (1) Animal 
Control Officer and (1) Assistant 
Computer Systems Administrator. 
The Service Bureau continues to 
provide professional and courteous 
service to the citizens of Bowling 
Green and any other agency or 
individual requesting or requiring our 
assistance.  
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Dispatchers Carol Doyle and Erin Buck 

 
Communications Center 
 
The Communications Center is 
staffed 24 hours a day, 7 days a 
week. There are (11) people 
assigned to the Dispatch/ Records 
section. The primary objective of the 
Communications Center is to ensure 
prompt, efficient response to persons 
requesting emergency service or 
assistance, as well as to ensure the 
support and safety of police 
personnel.  Dispatchers handle the 
duties of call taking and dispatching 
officers, as well as initiating each 
incident report in the division records 
management system (RMS). All calls 
are prioritized and dispatched 
dependent on the severity of the 
crime and whether or not it is 
currently in progress.  Dispatchers 
provide officers with call information, 
arrest warrant information, alarm 
information and vehicle information 
on traffic stops.  Dispatchers also 
enter all arrest information that may 
result from an incident or call for 
service.  Dispatchers serve as 
Deputy Clerks of Bowling Green 
Municipal Court and accept bonds 

and fee waivers when the Court is 
not open.  Dispatchers receive, 
dispatch or transfer all 911 calls for 
Police, Fire and Ambulance services 
for the City of Bowling Green. 
The agency hired two dispatch 
personnel in 2012, following the 
resignations of two others in 2011 
and 2012.  Erin Buck and Trenton 
Tatham started service with the 
Division in 2012.   
 
Training 
 
Dispatchers attended training 
seminars and were provided in-
house training in 2012 to include:

The 
training is provided to help keep 
dispatchers up-to-date with current 
issues and available information to 
enhance their skills so they will be 
able to provide the highest level of 
customer service to the citizens of 
Bowling Green.  
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Records   
 

 
Emily Snyder, Division Records Clerk 

 
The Division Records Section 
includes the review, control, 
maintenance, retrieval and 
distribution of all original reports and 
documents of the Police Division. 
Emily Snyder is assigned to the 
Records Section and is responsible 
for the  preparation and submission 
of all fingerprints of arrested persons 
to the FBI and the Ohio Bureau of 
Criminal Identification and 
Investigation. 
The Records Section provides 
prompt courteous service to the 
public when they request a police 
report and also assists other law 
enforcement agencies and insurance 
companies when they request 
background checks or information. 
The Division Records Section is 
open during normal business hours. 
Requests for information can also be 
made by mail or through the Division 
website.    
 
The division reports crime statistics 
to the Ohio Criminal Justice Services 
using National Incident Based 
Reporting System (NIBRS) 

standards.  Each month we submit a 
report that has been consistently well 
below the error threshold standard 
accepted for agency reporting, due 
in large part to the diligence and 
scrutiny of records personnel.  The 
agency provides a monthly domestic 
violence report to the Ohio Attorney 
General's Office, which provides for 
statewide statistics that are analyzed 
to inform communities of trends and 
recommend response strategies to 
attend to this pervasive and tragic 
crime. 
The Records Section provides video 
evidence as well as audio recordings 
from telephone calls to the 
prosecutor’s office upon request. 
The video evidence supplied to the 
prosecutor’s office has been 
invaluable in helping to prosecute 
numerous traffic and criminal cases. 
 
Computer Systems Section 
 

 
Ptl. Scot Becker, Assistant Systems Administrator 

 
 
Ptl. Scot Becker is assigned to the 
Computer Systems Section. The 
division continued to upgrade its 
operations in 2012. The agency 
subscribed to the computer utility 
Matrix which allows the agency to 
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interface with the Wood County 
Prosecutor's Office and other law 
enforcement agencies. MATRIX 
allows the agency to electronically 
charge suspects and submit reports 
to the prosecutor as well as serve as 
a platform for information sharing. 
New video servers were installed to 
enhance video within and outside the 
Police building.   The police division 
continues to work with the Bowling 
Green School system to access the 
surveillance cameras in several of 
the system's schools.  
The division continues to post media 
releases on the division web page 
advising the public of noteworthy 
incidents and arrests, as well as a 
posting of the daily police blotter.  
 
www.bowlinggreenpolice.org can be 
used to contact the police division as 
well as keep up with the latest 
events and announcements involving 
the police division and the 
community. Citizens continue to be 
able to request reports from Records 
via the web page.  Other 
enhancements to the agency’s web 
page include links to:  Facebook, 
Twitter, Nixle and an Open Warrants 
section viewable to web users. 
 
Parking Services   
 
Kirk Cowan and Jamie Taylor are the 
Police Division Parking Technicians. 
They are responsible for the 
enforcement of parking ordinances 
within the City. They also are 
responsible for the maintenance and 
repair of parking meters, and the 
enforcement of (2) hour and (24)-
hour parking areas. The technicians 
collect parking meter monies, assist 
the animal control officer when 

needed and assist with school 
crossing details. 
 

 
Parking Technicians Kirk Cowan and Jamie Taylor 

 
The Parking Technicians are tasked 
with maintaining meters to provide 
for accurate enforcement of meter 
violations. They are asked to identify 
and initiate corrective action to 
alleviate parking problems, while 
focusing on law compliance, 
contemporary city issues, and the 
highest degree of customer service 
possible.  They will also respond to 
citizens’ identification of parking 
problems and try to resolve any 
issues immediately. In 2012 the 
division issued (10,118) meter 
violation tickets and (5,807) general 
parking violation tickets.  
 
The parking techs continue to use 
the GEM, bicycles and foot patrol 
while enforcing parking violations in 
an effort to conserve fuel costs.

Tom Sieving is the Division Animal 
Control Officer. He is responsible for 
the enforcement of all ordinances 
regulating animals within the city. He 
is also responsible for investigating 
all animal complaints, including 
animal cruelty and animal bites 
received by the police division.

The Administrative Bureau is 
responsible for training, career 

development, property control, 
vehicle maintenance, recruitment, 
public information, DARE, and 
managing the accreditation process. 
The Administrative Bureau 
Commander is Lieutenant Brad 
Biller, serving in this capacity since 
August of 2010. Administrative 
Bureau personnel include Patrolman 
Robin Short (DARE),and Patrolman 
Ray Baer (Property and Evidence). 
All other agency members assigned 
a training or equipment and property 
function are tasked with those duties 
through the Administrative Bureau. 
Agency Equipment Committee 
members include Sergeant Doug 
Hartman, Patrolman Scot Becker, 
Patrolman Jeff Lowery and 
Dispatcher Mike Stroble. These 
members are responsible for making 
equipment and purchasing 
recommendations to the Chief of 
Police.  The Training Committee, 
comprised of Sergeants Mark 
McDonough, Jason Stanley and Dan 
Mancuso, Patrolmen Scot Becker, 
Darin Reinhart, Robin Short, and 
Dispatchers Emily Snyder and Mike 
Strobel, provides training 
recommendations for the agency, 
also through the Administrative 
Bureau. 
 
       Accreditation and Training 
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The Bowling Green Police Division is 
committed to improving the quality of 
life in our neighborhoods and 
involving the community in decisions 
that directly affect them.  That tenet 
of the agency mission statement 
leads to the commitment that the 
agency has made to the 
accreditation process, which ensures 
that the division provides excellence 
in its law enforcement services by 
utilizing “best practices” in its daily 
functions and operations. The 
Bowling Green Police Division has 
been internationally accredited since 
1993.  In 2012, the Police Division 
continued maintenance on the 
accreditation files ensuring that time 
sensitive standards and deadlines 
were met.  We continue to maintain 
compliance with more than (350) 
files pertaining to (463) standards. 
 
Division Training 
 
During 2012, division personnel 
received (2999.0) hours of training. 
The Bowling Green Police Division 
provides training in a variety of ways. 
In-house training is provided by 
employees that have obtained state 
certification as instructors in a variety 
of disciplines related to the mission 
of the agency. In addition to 
traditional classroom and simulated 
environment training, personnel of 
the division also receive training that 
is developed, controlled, 
administered and tested by division 
trainers via an intranet utility that 
provides for e-learning.  That 
system, Moodle, is administered as 
the result of coordination between 
the Training Committee and Systems 
Administration staff.  Officers and 
civilian employees are offered 

opportunities to attend training 
classes, seminars and conferences 
held at the State Highway Patrol 
Academy in Columbus, Ohio, the 
Ohio Peace Officer Training 
Academy and other training facilities 
within and outside the state.  During 
2012, sworn personnel of the agency 
were afforded the opportunity to 
complete training as indicated below.

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Property/Equipment/Evidence 
 
In 2012, the division purchased one 
Ford Police Interceptor (PI) sedan 
and one Ford PI SUV as 
administrative vehicles after trading 
in four unmarked vehicles and one 
marked vehicle.  The agency 
purchased an unmarked vehicle for 
use by the Detective Section and 
was fortunate to be awarded a Ford 
PI sedan, through its efforts in traffic 
safety programs coordinated by the 
Ohio Department of Public Safety. 
Patrolman Ray Baer coordinated the 
efforts of the vendors contracted to 
equip the new vehicles with 
emergency equipment and related

Through the Property and Evidence 
functions of the Division, Ptl. Baer 
disposed of (1,399) pieces of 
evidence and (280) pieces of found 
property from court orders in 2012.  
This included destroying a total of (5) 
guns.  $3,615.65 was placed into city 
accounts from these incidents.  
There are currently over (6,500) 
items of property and evidence 
stored at the Bowling Green Police 
Division.  Items are continuously 
entered and purged as cases 

proceed through the courts. Ptl. Baer 
continues to enter and update the 
status of all items maintained within 
the property and evidence functions 
of the division.  During the year, Ptl. 
Baer reorganized the property 
storage areas to provide for a higher 
level of efficiency and security. 
 
DARE and Juvenile Programs 
 

 
D.A.R.E. Class 

 
Patrolman Robin Short is in her ninth 
year as a Drug Abuse Resistance 
Education (DARE) instructor. The 
2012-2013 School year is her 
seventh year as the full time DARE 
Officer.  Patrolman Short is 
continuing the Bowling Green Police 
Division’s twenty-three year 
involvement with the D.A.R.E. 
program.  The 2012-2013 school 
year once again brought change to 
the DARE Program. This school year 
is the first to receive the new 
D.A.R.E. curriculum, Keepin’ it Real.  
The new D.A.R.E. kiR elementary 
curriculum was developed using the 
most advanced prevention science 
principles based on over 30 years of 
teaching and research. The 
curriculum enhances the 
development of safe and responsible 
citizens who lead successful, drug 
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free lives. The lessons teach young 
children the skills they need to 
accomplish these goals, including 
how to assess the risks and 
consequences of their behaviors and 
make safe and responsible choices. 
The curriculum is designed so that 
students have the opportunity to 
develop competency in using the 
skills learned. Students are also 
taught about communicating, as well 
as giving and getting help. The 
lessons in the curriculum address 
the many challenges facing our 
elementary school-aged youth to 
include relationships, school work, 
and drugs. During the 2012-2013 
school year DARE will be taught to 
approximately (264) students in (11) 
classrooms.   
 
Patrolman Short is also involved in 
several other youth programs offered 
by the Bowling Green Police Division 
in coordinated efforts with other 
organizations. Officer Friendly and 
Stranger Danger are programs that 
provide the first opportunity for 
children to interact with a police 
officer. Officer Friendly is used to 
help children understand what a 
police officer’s job is and to become 
comfortable in his or her presence. 
Stranger Danger teaches children 
how to stay safe when they don’t 
know if someone is good or bad. 
Three simple rules are established� 
don’t talk to strangers, don’t take 
things from strangers and don’t go 
with strangers. This information is 
relayed by using magic tricks and a 
McGruff (crime dog) puppet. Officer 
Friendly and Stranger Danger 
programs were each presented (13) 
times in 2012.   
 

Safety Town is a Bowling Green 
Parks and Recreation program that 
at least one DARE Officer is present 
for. The Officer works with the staff 
and student volunteers in covering 
countless safety issues children face 
daily. A total of (76) children 
participated in (5) safety town 
sessions in 2012. Two Advanced 
Safety Town sessions, which 
focused on bike safety, were taught 
to (36) youths in 2012.

The Third Grade Safety Belt program 
is a curriculum designed by the Ohio 
Department of Public Safety. The 
BGPD had a similar program in 
previous years due to the importance 
of this issue. Patrolman Short instills 
the importance of always wearing a 
safety belt by covering why we wear 
a safety belt, how to wear a safety 
belt properly, and where the safest 
place for a child to sit in a vehicle is. 
During the 2011-2012 school year 
approximately (265) third grade 
students in (13) classrooms in 
Bowling Green received this vital 
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information. The materials used in 
the classroom are provided as a 
result of a State of Ohio grant.

The DARE program is followed up in  
the Bowling Green Junior High 
School, with the EZ+ program. While 
DARE focuses on decision making, 
the EZ+ program asks the students 
to look more closely at the 
consequences of their decisions 
including who their decisions affect. 
All incoming 7th graders receive this 
curriculum at BGJHS and St. 
Aloysius schools.   When the 
presentation is completed the 
students have the opportunity to sign 
the following pledge: 
 
I promise to remain� 
*drug free 
*crime free 
*violence free 
 
The students are issued a photo 
E.Z.+ identification card.  Keeping 
the pledge entitles students to attend 
at no cost, E.Z+ sponsored events. 
During the 2012-2013 school year 
there were (403) students enrolled in 
the program. Three dances are 
scheduled for the 2012-2013 school 
year.  EZ+ members were also 

rewarded with tickets to various 
BGSU sporting events. 
 
In the Bowling Green High School, 
Patrolman Short teaches the Bobcat 
P.L.U.S. (Positive Living Utilizing 
Skills) program. The three day 
program picks up where E.Z+ left off 
by identifying where the students 
may fall in the court system. Many 
high school students reach 
adulthood and as such are 
processed through court systems 
differently than their classmates. 
Decision making, consequences, 
laws, and negative health affects of 
drugs are revisited. Approximately 
(210) high school students will 
receive these valuable lessons 
during the 2012-2013 school year  
 

 
D.A.R.E. Baseball Team 2012 

 
Patrolman Short was also involved in 
various safety fairs and safety days. 
Patrolman Short has worked with 
other agencies at larger DARE 
events such as DARE Day at the 
Wood County Fair, the Ohio DARE
